Just to be super clear, your two cabin designs (the self-inspired design and the architect-inspired design) are STILL in progress.  We are simply not finalizing them in class.  You are doing this at home.  We are not finalizing them yet because after seeing the site, you may want to change your designs.  After phase III, we will pull all our designs and models and reports together into a big Oral Defense.   This means you still have to do the following for your two cabin designs:   complete the 2 cabin designs in sketchup, include components such as trees, furniture, texture, doors, windows, etc. You will also be creative a very small-scale wood model of your cabins.  I will discuss this later, but just so you know that is coming as well.

1. Let’s start with the communal building.  Before designing the communal building, it’s a good idea to know what your attendees will be doing.  Assuming sessions last 1-2 weeks, list activities you imagine would be healing and useful:
2. Now create a 1-2 week schedule.  Please be very specific. For example- “Monday:  8:00 Meditation, 9:00 breakfast, 10:00 workshop on gardening, etc.”
3. NOW let’s think about what features your communal space should have.  If you want to have more than one building, that’s fine, your total communal space square footage should not exceed 2000 square feet.  Each person in your team will do their own possible design of the communal space in sketchup.  What you should all agree on are the features of what will be in the building/space. 
4. Sketch some possible designs and layouts of your communal building.  Think also about what it might look like.  
For the cabins, we designed the outside, or the “form” before figuring out the interior, or “function”.  For the communal building we will decide function before form.  You will be creative a floor plan of your cabin, then you will import it into sketchup to create the building.  
Before you begin the floor plan, decide the general layout (how many floors, how many square feet per floor, etc).  Then start by drafting the exterior walls (doesn’t have to be a rectangle or square- you can use composite shapes) to scale on trace.   Remember that walls are general 1 foot thick for exterior and about 6” thick interior.  We will be drafting in 1/8” = 1’, the same as our apartment redesign project.  

Topographic Model Guidelines


· Cut carefully!  You should work in pairs and check each other.

· Glue neatly! You should work in pairs and check each other.

· Everyone should be working on the model, nobody should be relaxing. 

· We only have a few days to work on this and it cannot be brought home, work efficiently please.  Again, NO “TAKING IT EASY”.  There are many of you, use your resources wisely.
